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 Review of 

 Defining relative clauses : are used to identify 
which particular person, place or thing is being 
talked about. They are usually connected to the main 
clause by a relative such as (who, which, that, where 
or when) 

 Ex.  

 That is the boy who had an accident yesterday. 

 Science is the subject which I like the most. 



 Non-defining relative clauses are used to give more 
detail about a particular person, place or thing is 
being talked about.  

 They follow a noun and are enclosed between two 
commas 

Relative pronouns:  

1. Who: for people 

Ex. My uncle John, who lives in London, is visiting me 
next week. 

 



NON-DEFINING RELATIVE CLAUSES 

2. where: for places 

Ex. Irbid, where I was born in, is very beautiful.  
 

3. whose: for possessions 

Ex. Rami, whose car is red, lives next to me. 



4. which: for things 

Ex. The Sahara desert, which is in Africa, is very hot. 
 

5. when: times 

Ex. Spring, when flowers bloom, is my favourite 
season. 
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
